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THE LORD COMES ON THE LAST DAY 
The day on which our Lord returns will be a “great and awesome day” (Mal. 4:5). For He will come in a cloud 
with great power and glory. To the wicked and the proud, it will be a Day of judgment that will “set them 
ablaze” (Mal. 4:1). The signs preceding this Day will bring them fear and fainting. But to those who believe, who 
fear the name of the Lord, this Day is one to look forward to and rejoice in: “. . . straighten up and raise your 
heads, because your redemption is drawing near” (Luke 21:28). Christ our Redeemer is coming; the Sun of 
Righteousness will bring healing in His wings. Let us, then, give attention to the words of the Lord, which do 
not pass away. Let us “through endurance and through the encouragement of the Scriptures” (Rom. 15:4) be 
strengthened in our hope by the Holy Spirit and watch diligently for Jesus’ coming. Then, by God’s grace, we 
shall escape all these things that will come to pass and stand before the Son of Man.  

 
 

Communing at this Altar 
The Lord’s Supper is celebrated and offered here every Lord’s day! 

*Guests wishing to join our confession and receive this Holy Sacrament now, and in the future, 
are asked to meet with the pastor before communing. 

Because we consider communing at this altar a public declaration of fellowship in what our 
church believes, teaches, and confesses, we welcome to commune those who: 

 are baptized into the Name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit (Mt 28:19); 
 confess Jesus Christ as their personal Savior from sin; 
 discern the Lord’s Body and Blood as truly present, together with the bread and wine (1 

Cor 11:29), as taught by The Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod in the Small Catechism; 
 examine themselves and repent, as instructed in the Scriptures (1 Cor 11:28); 
 believe the words of Jesus, “Given and shed for you for the forgiveness of sins” (Mt 26:28); 

If this is not your confession, or you’re seeking a church home and wish to learn more about 
Trinity, our Pastor will gladly meet with you after the service. In the meantime, we welcome you 
forward for a blessing during the distribution. Simply come forward and, when kneeling, cross 
your arms over your chest, indicating that you’d like to receive a blessing. 
 As you commune, select either the individual cup or the common chalice. 
Communicants who cannot easily come to the altar will be communed in the pew.   

Please notify an usher or the Pastor beforehand if you need such assistance. 
To help prepare yourself to receive the Lord’s Body and Blood you may read “Christian 

Questions with Their Answers” found on pages 329 and 330 of the hymnal. 
 
 

 

 

ADVENT RUBRICS 
Unique to Advent and Lent the Liturgy drops the Greater Gloria (“Gloria in Excelsis”). The Church sets that 
magnificent hymn of praise aside until we hear the angels sing it at the birth of Christ! Also, you’ll notice that as 
the weeks of Advent go forth there will be two collects: the collect of the day (particular to the readings appointed) 
as well as the collect for the first Sunday in Advent. Finally, you can’t help but notice the Advent Wreath with 
four candles around the outside. This wreath is a calendar—slowing us down, week by week, drawing us in 
anticipation towards Christmas. Each of the four candles represents a different aspect of our waiting: Hope, Love, 
Joy, and Peace. Three candles are blue; one is pink. The pink calls us to rejoice and find the refreshment needed in 
a period of fasting (there’s something similar in Lent, too). Advent wreaths at home with daily family prayer and 
devotion is highly encouraged as well.
